


Like many youth racers looking forward to
the 2008 national season, David Nevrotski
of Philadelphia, PA had his sights set on
running the WPSA events. When that didn’t
happen, Little Dave and his father, Big Dave
Nevrotski, jumped into the 2008 ATVA/

National Series for those starting late, The
Grand Slam Championships.
